· (c) Law Student Feedback Forum (Andy Gehl)

· Andy had a light bulb

· We are supposed to represent the student body and advocate for changes for them

· Right now we put it out to the students that they should come to us with their issues/concerns

· But not a lot of students do that, a lot of ideas never get to us

· Idea: SBA each semester should have a forum where students could come and raise their concerns/give us their ideas

· Maybe it’s too late to do that this semester, but maybe students would like it this semester

· Discussion open

· Karen: Maybe we need to advertise our forum on the website where they can make suggestions anonymously 

· Part of the problem is that students don’t feel comfortable with the saying it

· Rachel: Have a specific setup online on what’s going to happen this semester and what they’d like to see next semester

· Purnita: Likes Andy’s idea of having an actual physical forum

· i.e. The Aardvark today

· Students did not have an issue talking about problems with faculty

· Doesn’t think it will work this semester

· Paul: It’s a good idea

· Thinks it should not turn into a complaint session, people should come with suggestions

· Andy: The ideas about forums on the website are great, but people don’t go to it

· If we have a setting where people can come, people will do it

· If there was a forum that was meant to let them speak their mind, they would come

· Jess: Law students would not have a problem voicing concerns

· It would be a good way to start off next semester

· Rachel: Maybe have it on the website for just this semester and then have an actual forum next semester

· We should advertise it to hedge expectations that we’re going to buy things (that was a joke, get it)

· Aneeq: Good idea for next semester

· There should be a focus

· And free food

· Michael: It should be more narrowly tailored

· Limit it to specific topics so we can be more prepared

· So we know what to be prepared for

· Lauren: Had an idea of suggestion box in the atrium

· Chris: Have the forum at the beginning of next semester

· Ask for realistic ideas/projects for SBA to take on

· Melanie: We would not answer people’s questions

· We would let people voice their concerns and then address them at a meeting, wouldn’t necessarily have to worry about answering to people

· Karen: Just wants to make sure there is a mechanism for students with families who could not come to something like that

· Karen thinks Michael looks good for a 30 year old, beauty tips to follow

· We are not serving the people who can’t come to these forums

· Purnita: We could just follow what worked today

· Give a survey ahead of time and give guidance as to what we’ll be discussing

· Then have the forum during the school day

· Vic: This is a worthwhile endeavor, Andy will coordinate it

· (d) Space Committee Update (Purnita/Vic)

· Purnita: She and Vic met with the Space Committee a few weeks ago

· Committee says that we need two additional classrooms and we have to figure out how to get them in the building

· Their idea is to reorganize the area that is in the student org room/lounge/side bar

· Vic and Purnita opposed that space being taken away from students

· Alternate ideas proposed about locker room, etc

· Vic brought up the north end of the atrium

· Talk about opening student lounge into the atrium, maybe have TVs

· Current student lounge isn’t really used for its purpose

· They are open to other ideas, but at some point they’ll need to figure something out to add the classrooms

· Vic: Did a walkthrough them last week with architects and deans

· Vic does not know what to believe

· When they initially discussed this with the deans, this was a project they were going to do this summer

· Now it’s unclear if it will happen this summer—no plans have been set out

· Brought up the idea that the immediate feedback of locker storage

· The storage is not going to be sufficient for their purposes

· Whatever plans need to happen, there needs to be a designated area for student orgs to store things in

· Basic plan is to get 2 classrooms and giving students a better lounge and a better food services area

· Obvious problem is that we just have a limited amount of space and now it’s necessary to take into account student org storage

· Anyone who has ideas or wants to get involved should email Purnita or Vic

· Vic is not sure how much our input matters, classrooms will probably take precedent

· Question from Rachel: If we are decreasing class size (apparently dramatically), why do we need extra classrooms?

· Vic: Proposals for more classes/semester

· Jessica: Wasn’t the space originally need for office space?

· Vic: They surveyed it and decided it was not conducive for office space

· Jess: Is there talk of a bigger building?

· Vic: NO

· (e) SBA E-Board/Deans Meeting (Vic)

Main things on the agenda:

· Aardvark

· Deans did not really know what was going on

· Listening sessions

· Jini Rabas has only gotten 7/8 people per session

· If you are a 3L and that interests you, it is worth going to

· Stature affects us long-term

· Space Committee

· Question from Karen: What SBA members have signed up for listening sessions?

· Some of us have, some of us haven’t

· Question form Andy: What is the state of initiative?

· Rachel: Listening sessions are the last major voice dean will listen to

· Already have approval from Chancellor

· Probably within the next year, the plan will really get implemented

· Already next year’s class size will be reduced

· Andy: Will tuition be increased?

· Rachel: It will increase more than last year

· We’ll feel the affects of the initiative in the next 10 years

· Question from Jessica: The student body still doesn’t know what this is

· There should be a link that people can read what it is about so people at least know what it is

· Rachel: The Dean does have a list of four bullet points

· But they are very broad and general, Dean doesn’t want to burden us with details

· But the details are important—including giving scholarships only to top LSAT scores

· Jessica: There is nothing stopping us from giving the info we have, even if the dean does not

· Rachel: The problem she has with is we don’t want to offend the dean when he’s willing to have these listening sessions with us where we can address these issues

· Vic: Can Rachel tactfully ask the Dean to for a one-page summary

· Rachel: we can get the basics

· Vic: As SBA members, the onus will be on us to draft a more detailed one after listening sessions

· Alex: Since the listening sessions are going to be so limited, can we document them

· Rachel will record them

· Karen: Let’s not be hasty—part of the reason the Dean hasn’t put this on the website, is that we don’t want all the information taken out of context

· We should respect the Dean and ask before we publish anything anywhere

· Yesha: We are getting a little ahead of ourselves

· It’s getting a sinister face, this is all still in the general workings

· Nothing is going to be implemented immediately

· Administration has been pretty forthcoming, they don’t want to pass us half-baked information

· (f) January Book Sales/Book Donations (Jessica)

· All the books from the student org room are now in the SBA Office

· Not a lot of demand for selling law books online

· Proposing that we sell the books to our students in January

· This will provide a service to students for used law books

· Good for the environment, they won’t get tossed

· We can make around $2000

· We would be open the same hours a the bookmart, advertising used books

· Like new books we’ll see at 75% of Amazon books

· Lightly used; 50%

· Heavily used: 25%

· 1L, Steve Walker, came to Jessica with a website where we could post books (just for UW)

· Then people would order books online and pick them up before classes

· Question from Rachel: Have we looked into whether BookMart is exclusive seller?  The law school might forbid it

· Karen: BookMart is nonprofit that rents the space from the law school and should not be affiliated with the school

· Lauren: www.campusoutlaw.com is the website

· It looks pretty legit, check it out

· Yesha: Do we know if we are allowed

· Danielle: BYLAWS say anything left in lockers is our property after we give students  an opportunity to pick the stuff up for 4 weeks
· Purnita: Would the stuff be posted on the SBA website?

· Jess: we are looking for the fastest way to sell the books

· Steve Walker will help Jess put in all the books

· Question from Karen: isn’t that more work for us?
· Jess has already inventoried the books, Steve Walker is going to help

Jess: It would be two weeks—the week before classes and the first week of classes

· We could sell the majority then and be done with it

· Jessica will work on the logistics

· Other issue: will there be people here the work before class

· Question from Vic: How many people does Jess need to get this job done?

· Jessica: Maybe one other person to do logistical things, then just someone to be physically there while the BookMart is open

· Lauren: If we did the website, we could have people pick up books the week before classes

· Jessica: Some people will want to have their books by Friday—maybe we could have a Friday pick-up

· Hinges on whether we can do this pre-ordering thing, not sure if that will be possible on website

· Vic: What immediate action do we need since this our last meeting this semester

· Jess: If we can’t pre-order, are people willing to be here the week before classes start

· Most people will be back

· Possible for us to staff the office for at least a few hours that week

· Question from Michael: Will’s concern is that we should vote about selling, should we have a motion?

· Vic: Does anyone want to have a discussion about alternative ideas?

· Rachel: Just wants to verify that the BookMart is not exclusive

· Jessica: We have some books that won’t be used next semester (Sub. Crim)

· We can either hold onto them and try to sell them next year

· We can donate them to a student or who is in need of a fundraiser

· Karen: Can we donate them to the Wisconsin law library?

· Melanie: A student came in during office hours today and saw the books

· Sam Owens is looking for law books, he’s teaching in Africa

· Maybe we should give him leftover books

· Andy: If we’re foreseeing this to happen every year, we should hold onto books and then sell them in the Fall

· Karen: usually we don’t have this many books, 3Ls didn’t realize we were cleaning out those lockers

· Purnita: We could figure this out in January when we figure out how many books we’re going to have leftover

· Question from Michael: Can you make a motion contingent on something being legal?

· Vic: yes

· Michael moves to make a motion.  And that motion is to accept Jessica’s idea contingent upon it being legal

· Matt seconds

· Passes by oral vote (Manrique votes nay)
